Higher fuel prices affect all of us; the
airlines especially so. They are being forced to look at new ways to reduce costs and generate new revenue.
Frontier Airline has filed for bankruptcy, while Delta and Northwest have petitioned to merge operations. |
wouldn't be surprised to see other airlines take similar steps. One particularly annoying policy being adopted
by United is a $25 baggage fee for skis, golf clubs, etc. This charge is to be levied each way for a total of $50
roundtrip. The charge is to take effect May 5, 2008. We have yet to see if other airlines adopt similar charges.

As | mentioned, the uncertain airline environment will likely make setting up contracts for trips next ski
season difficult. Nonetheless, we will fight very hard to put together the best ski trips we possibly can for you,
the members of the NASA Lewis Ski Club.
